Notes on Cooperative Agreement Technical Evaluations
The Technical Evaluation is brief, straightforward document certifying that someone with appropriate technical expertise feels that the proposal is acceptable and feasible.  Its focus is not on the detailed experimental methods, but rather on the overall scope and approach.  

The person completing the form (the evaluator):


- must be technically competent to judge the proposal/scope of work/study plan associated with the Cooperative Agreement or modification;


- must be a USGS employee;

- must not be one of the principals involved in the project, and

- must complete and sign the Technical Evaluation form
